6 Detailed Change Proposal
8.1 Adaptation Capability 
8.1.1 Adaptation Capability
This section is specific to compatibility with client capabilities. The client capabilities are the filter to select the channel and the content in the DCD Server. These capabilities are originated from the DCD Client and SHALL be sent to the DCD Server during Client Activation.
The DCD Client and the DCD Server communicate over the DCD-3 interfaces for the negotiation of the device capabilities when a session is established upon Client Activation. In establishing a session, the DCD Client provides its device capabilities to the DCD Server. The DCD Server SHALL save the DCD Client’s device capabilities in a profile. 
The DCD Server MAY acquire generic device capabilities from the device manufacturer if the device model is provided during Client Activation to reduce device capability information storage. When the DCD Client initiates Client Activation, the DCD Client SHALL provide the Device Capabilities to the DCD Sever including the Device model.
· Device model: The device capabilities are same with each device if the device model is the same (e.g. file format, RSS version etc). If the DCD Server manages the device capabilities per the users who use same device model, the device capability elements are duplicated.
· RSS version list: The DCD Server should support RSS feed depends on the RSS version of the terminal RSS viewer (e.g. RSS 2.0, RSS 1.0, ATOM).
· Supported language list: The device may support several languages.  Content should be provided based on the language set supported.
· Default language: Current default language in the device. The user can change the default language whenever she or he wants.
· Protocol list: The list of supported protocols in the terminal. The DCD Server MAY send the content using this protocol. (e.g. HTTP 1.0, HTTP 1.1., FTP, RTP, etc)
· Default protocol: The DCD Server SHALL send the content using this protocol. This protocol is mandatory to the DCD Server before the content delivery.
· Supported video file format list (file extension, version): The DCD Server MUST send the video content according to this list. If the video content format from the content provider is not among this list, the DCD Server SHOULD convert the content format based on this list.
· Supported audio file format list (file extension, version): The DCD Server MUST send the audio content according to this list. If the audio content format from the content provider is not among this list, the DCD Server SHOULD convert the content format based on this list.
· Supported image file format list (file extension, version): The DCD Server MUST send the image content according to this list. If the image content format from the content provider is not among this list, the DCD Server SHOULD convert the content format based on this list.
· Text set list: The device can support these character set. e.g. ISO-8859-1, UTF-8. The DCD Server SHOULD match the characters in the content based on this list.
· Window size list: The default is one window size like ScreenSizeChar in the UAProf. 
· Total storage size (Channel, Content, AP, Log, Channel Guide): Total storage size covers for the content of subscribed channel, channel metadata, application profile, log and channel guide. If there is large video or audio content, the DCD Server SHOULD compare the content size and this value before sending. In some garbage collection process, the DCD Client compares the current occupied volume with this value and checks its own threshold to prepare the certain space for the new content. 
· External storage size: If the user increases the external storage and wants to use for the DCD, that storage size should be saved. And if the user removes the external storage, this value also reset and the total space for the content will be decreased.
