· If the DCD Client recognizes the memory is insufficient, the DCD Client MAY notify to the DCD-Enabled Client Application. After the notification, the DCD-Enabled Client Application can delete the old content or extend the memory for the Content Channel.
· If the Content Delete Request is successed or failed, the DCD Client SHOULD notify the result.
