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1 Reason for Contribution

The intent of this contribution is to propose TS text defining a Push Application ID for DCD, to be registered via OMNA.
2 Summary of Contribution

The WAP Push enabler supports the directed delivery of Push messages to target clients. The messages are directed by use of the Push Application ID, as described in the PushOTA TS:
6.3.1
Application Dispatching

When a client receives a push, it uses the Application-ID to locate an application as identified by the Application-ID. For connectionless push, the client dispatches the push content received on the registered WDP port to the application identified by the Application-ID. For connection-oriented push, the client dispatches the push content received on the push session to the application identified by the Application-ID.
Note that the “client” in the PushOTA TS refers to the Push Client, which is typically implemented as a device software component which handles the Push OTA protocol for all WAP Push enablers supported by the device, and routes Push messages to the target enabler clients. OMA typically defines one OMNA-registered Push Application ID (AppID) for Push-capable enablers (and sometimes multiple, for different enabler functions). The standard OMA enabler AppIDs (“well-know values”) allow devices to be designed to route enabler-related Push to the appropriate enabler client in the device. 
Typically device vendors provide the Push Client and other OMA enabler clients, and use implementation-specific methods to internally route the Push to them (e.g. after processing by the device’s Push Client). This usually results in one “instance” of an enabler client per device, and this is likely to be the same for DCD. However there is no inherent limitation preventing devices from supporting multiple active Push-enabled DCD Clients, or multiple DCD Clients with only one being active at a time. The key point here is that the AppID simply enables identification of the type of target enabler client intended to receive the Push; it is an implementation-specific issue how the Push is routed to the target enabler client(s) by the Push Client. All CD-DCD needs to do is register the DCD AppID, and state that it must be used by the DCD Server in sending DCD Push messages. The Push Client behavior is already covered by the PushOTA TS requirements for routing of Push messages for Push Application IDs registered in OMNA.
The proposed text provides a simple description of the use of the DCD Push AppID by the DCD Server.

Change 2: Add details in section 12.1.
12.1 Push Mode
The DCD Server SHOULD support either the Push Access Protocol [PUSH-PAP] or the Push-OTA protocol [PUSH-OTA] for point-to-point Content Push via the DCD-2 interface, and point-to-point system message Push via the DCD-3 interface.
For DCD Push messages, the DCD Server MUST include the Push Application ID header “X-Wap-Application-Id: x-wap-application:dcd.ua”.
