7.1.3.6 Usage Tracking Report

The usage tracking report transaction (see Figure 1: Usage Tracking Report transaction) is used by the DCD Client to report usage statistics to the DCD Server and is triggered when one of the custom conditions (e.g. low memory) occurred on the client device, upon predefined schedule, or if requested by the DCD Server. This transaction is not applicable if the uplink from the DCD Client to the DCD Server is unavailable (e.g. in receive-only terminal).

Other than specified below, the structure/schema of the reported information is provided by the device vendors and outside the scope for the DCD 1.0. It will be published by the device manufacturers for use by the Service Providers operating the DCD Servers. The following parameters are required to be included in the report:
