6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add section 5.1.1 Actor-Centric View
5.1.1 Actor-Centric View

The following diagram illustrates the overall DCD service lifecycle from the point of view of the external actors, the Content Provider and User (acting through a DCD-Enabled Client Application as user-agent). The intent of this diagram is to provide additional context for the reader to understand the enabler services provided to external actors. However as an informative illustration, it is important to note that the “states” shown are illustrative only, and implementations may provide other models, methods, or timing for the operations shown.
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Figure 1: Actor-centric view of DCD service lifecycle

There are two main aspects of DCD service lifecycle, from the point of view of the Content Provider and User:

· Registration lifecycle

· Channel lifecycle

Except as implied in channel registration by the Content Provider, DCD 1.0 does not include operations usable for managing the relationship between the Content Provider and DCD Service Provider. They are shown for completeness only, to illustrate the expectation that there is an awareness of a relationship, however that relationship is established and maintained. For example, the relationship may exist only while there is at least one registered channel of the Content Provider, in which case the channel registration actions are all that is needed to manage the overall relationship.

Operations managing the relationship between the DCD-Enabled Client Application and DCD Service Provider are standardized in DCD 1.0 [reference to 5.3.1 Application Registration]. These include the ability to establish a registration, and update the global characteristics / preferences of the DCD-Enabled Client Application during the lifetime of the registration.

From the Content Provider perspective, the channel lifecycle is supported by various operations standardized in DCD 1.0, allowing Content Providers to manage their content channels:

· Registration [reference to 5.3.2 Channel Registration and 5.4.2 Channel Deregistration], via which the channel is established and terminated. As a result, information about the channel may be published in a Channel Guide by the DCD Service Provider.

· Channel modification [note: may provided reference to section 5.3.2 Channel Registration, but it needs to be updated with a description of channel modification], via which the Content Provider can update characteristics of the registered channel.
· Subscription management, via which the Content Provider can add/remove subscribers to channels (see [reference to 5.6 Subscription]), and personalize subscriptions (see [reference to 5.6.3 Subscription Personalization]).
· Content publication [reference to new section in 5, e.g. before “Delivery”, addressing content publication], via which the Content Provider can deliver content to the DCD Service Provider, for delivery to channel subscribers.
· On-demand content retrieval and upload [reference to 5.7 Delivery and new section 5.x Content Upload (pending agreement)], via which the Content Provider can provide services involving end-to-end interaction with the DCD-Enabled Client Application.

· Channel suspension and resumption [reference to 5.8 Suspension and Resumption], via which the Content Provider can temporarily suspend content delivery, or become aware of temporary suspension that has occurred on behalf of the Subscriber, as initiated by the DCD-Enabled Client Application or DCD Service Provider. 
From the DCD-Enabled Client Application perspective, the channel lifecycle is supported by various operations standardized in DCD 1.0, allowing the DCD-Enabled Client Application to manage use of DCD channels of behalf of the Subscriber:

· Channel discovery [reference to 5.3.2 Channel Registration], via which the Subscriber can become aware of the availability of channels. Note this is shown occurring in the “null” state for the channel, since it occurs before the DCD-Enabled Client Application actually subscribes to the channel on behalf of the Subscriber. 

· Channel subscription and unsubscription [reference to 5.6 Subscription], via which DCD-Enabled Client Applications can establish and terminate access to channels for the Subscriber, or become aware of these actions as initiated by the Content Provider on behalf of the Subscriber.

· Channel personalization [see 5.6.3 Subscription Personalization] and modification [note: may provided reference to section 5.3.2 Channel Registration, but it needs to be updated with a description of channel modification], via which DCD-Enabled Client Applications can update Subscribe preferences for the channel, and become aware of Content Provider-initiated changes to channel characteristics.

· Content reception [reference to 5.7Delivery], via which the DCD-Enabled Client Application can receive updates for subscribed channels.

· On-demand content retrieval and upload [reference to 5.7 Delivery and new section 5.x Content Upload (pending agreement)], via which the Subscriber can utilize services involving end-to-end interaction between the DCD-Enabled Client Application and Content Provider.

· Channel suspension and resumption [reference to 5.8 Suspension and Resumption], via which the DCD-Enabled Client Application can temporarily suspend content delivery, or become aware of temporary suspension that has occurred on behalf of the Subscriber, as initiated by the or Content Provider or DCD Service Provider. 
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
