6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add text to Section 6.1.6 “Channel Suspension”
6.1.6 Channel Suspension
6.1.6.1 Suspension Effect Upon DCD Transactions

When a specific channel is suspended for all subscribed DCD-Enabled Client Applications, the DCD Client SHALL NOT:

· automatically issue ContentUpdateRequests for this channel, e.g. upon the defined channel update schedule

· respond to ContentNotification for this channel, with ContentUpdateRequests
The previous requirement applies when:

· a suspended channel is subscribed by only one DCD-Enabled Client Application, or
· all subscribed DCD-Enabled Client Applications have suspended the channel,
· the DCD Client has suspended delivery for all DCD-Enabled Client Applications, e.g. due to the channel metadata suspend-upon-roaming attribute.
When a channel is suspended for a specific DCD-Enabled Client Application, the DCD Client SHALL NOT deliver Content notifications to that DCD-Enabled Client Application.
When all channels are suspended, the DCD Client SHALL NOT:

· Issue ContentDiscoveryRequests

· Automatically Issue UsageTrackingReport

When all channels are suspended,  emergency information SHALL be delivered.
Editor’s notes:

· Need to clarify what identifies "emergency information".
· Suspension of content discovery upon suspend all channels is pending verification of group consensus on this based upon previous contributions/minutes.

· Need to make it clear in the text and message descriptions that a DECA-initiated suspend only affects channel delivery for that DECA..
· Need to determine the scope of suspension validity.
6.1.6.2 Channel Suspension Requested by DCD Client
Under the request from the User, the DCD Enabled Client Application can initiate the channel suspension sending the DCD-CADE ChannelSuspendRequest message with the target Channel IDs to the DCD Client. 
When the DCD Client gets the suspension request from the DCD Enabled Client Application, the DCD Client SHOULD check there is a downloading content from the DCD Server. If there is some uncompleted content to download, the DCD Client SHALL request stop sending the current content with fail status before the suspend request (e.g. sending ContentDeliveryConfirmation with fail status or with the error condition in Section 13).

When the suspension conditions in the Channel Metadata are satisfied (e.g. channel suspension when roaming)., DCD Client can initiate channel suspension. In this case, even though two or more DCD Enabled Client Applications shared the same channel, content delivery SHALL be suspended by the request of DCD Client for the DCD Enabled Client Applications related to the target channels. 
The DCD Client SHALL initiate channel suspension by sending the DCD-3 ChannelSuspendRequest message with the target Channel IDs.

After the sending the ChannelSuspendRequest message, the DCD Client MAY get the content before getting the response from the DCD Server. In that case, the DCD Client SHALL request stop contents delivery with fail status.
When the DCD Client receives a ChannelSuspendResponse from the DCD Server, it SHALL send ChannelSuspendConfirmation message to the DCD Enabled Client Application.

If a channel to be suspended is shared by multiple applications on the device, the DCD Enabled Client Application request to suspend the channel SHALL NOT result in DCD Client sending the suspension request to the DCD Server.


After the suspension is achieved by the User, the only User can resume the content delivery. If the User wants to resume the content delivery, the DCD Enabled Client Application SHALL send the ChannelResumeRequest message to the DCD Client and the DCD Client SHALL send the ChannelResumeRequest message to the DCD Server with target Channel IDs.
When the DCD Client receives a ChannelResumeResponse from the DCD Server, it SHALL send ChannelResumeConfirmation message to the DCD Enabled Client Application with the given status.
If there is some corrupted content before the suspension, the DCD Client MAY send the ResumeToRepairRequest.
6.1.6.3 Channel Suspension Notification by DCD Server
After the DCD Client gets the ChannelSuspendNotifcation message from the DCD Server, the DCD Client SHALL NOT request content delivery updates for the related channels, e.g. per the channel schedule or in response to ContentUpdateNotification. .  
Editor’s note: Need to add ChannelSuspendNotification and ChannelResumeNotification in DCD-CAR.
If the value of Channel IDs parameter in ChannelSuspendNotification messages is subset of subscribed Channel IDs, the DCD Client SHALL be capable of receiving the content from the other subscribed channels. 

If the ChannelSuspendNotification message affects all of subscribed Channel IDs, the DCD Client SHALL NOT receive the content from DCD Server any more including the channel discovery information. But emergency information SHALL be delivered regardless of the channel suspension status. 
When the DCD Client receives the ChannelResumeNotification message with the subscribed Channel IDs from the DCD Server, the DCD Client SHOULD recognize the content delivery will be restarted.
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
