6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add text to Section 6.2.6 “Channel Suspension”
6.2.6 Channel Suspension
6.2.6.1 Requested by the DCD Client
DCD Server receives the channel suspend request from the DCD Client when a user wants to stop the delivery of content that is sent via the target channel or when suspension condition in the channel Metadata are satisfied.

When the DCD Server gets the ChannelSuspendRequest message from the DCD Client, the DCD Server SHOULD parse the Channel IDs which are comma separated in the message.
If the Content Provider manages the subscriber, the DCD Server SHOULD find the Content Providers corresponded to the Channel IDs and send the ChannelSuspendRequest message to the target Content Provider with the subscriber information and wait the ChannelSuspendConfirmation message from it. When the DCD Server receives ChannelSuspendConfirmation message from the target Content Provider, it SHALL send the ChannelSuspendResponse to the DCD Client with the status.
If the Content Provider does not manage the subscriber, the DCD Server MAY manage the suspended User list with the Channel IDs and SHALL filter the subscriber not to deliver it when DCD Server receives the content from the target Content Provider.
The DCD Server also SHALL check whether the all of channels are suspended or not. If all of channels are suspended by the DCD Client, the DCD Server SHALL NOT deliver the channel discovery information any more because the suspension of all channels means that a user doesn’t need to receive any notification for channel suggestion through channel discovery messages.
After the DCD Server carries out the above process, it SHALL send the ChannelSuspendResponse to the DCD Client with the status. 
Upon the ChannelResumeRequest message from the DCD Client, the DCD Server SHOULD parse the Channel IDs, which is some part of suspended Channel IDs in the ChannelSuspendRequest. 

If the Content Provider manages the subscriber, the DCD Server SHOULD find the Content Providers following the Channel IDs and SHALL send the ChannelResumeRequest message to the target Content Provider with the subscriber information and wait the ChannelResumeConfirmation message from it.

If the Content Provider does not manage the subscriber, the DCD Server MAY remove the subscriber information from the suspended User list with the Channel IDs and SHALL stop filtering the subscriber any more when it receives the content from the target Content Provider.

6.2.6.2 Requested by the DCD Server
When the DCD Server needs to suspend the content delivery to the certain DCD Client or from the certain Content Provider depending on its policy(e.g. the network load balancing, the business issue or charging problem), it MAY send the ChannelSuspendNotification message to the DCD Client with the  target Channel IDs. 
If the DCD Server wants to suspend all of channels for the DCD Client, the DCD Server SHOULD forbid the DCD Client to know channel discovery information except emergency information.
If the Content Provider does not manage the subscriber and if the DCD Client was subscribed to the group which is managed by subscription ID, the DCD Server MAY temporally remove the subscriber from that group, and it MAY help to forbid the DCD Client to support the content.
To resume the content delivery, the DCD Server MAY send the ChannelResumeNotification to the DCD Client with the target Channel IDs, which is some part of suspended Channel IDs from the ChannelSuspendNotification message.
If the Content Provider does not manage the subscriber and if DCD Server removed the subscriber from the group ,which the DCD Client had subscribed to and which is managed by subscription ID during the suspension period, the DCD Server MAY insert the subscriber into that group again and it MAY help to resend the content to the DCD Client.
6.2.6.3 Requested by Content Provider

When the Content Provider requests to suspend the content delivery, it SHALL send the ChannelSuspendNotification message to the DCD Server. Upon the message, the DCD Server SHALL parse the Channel IDs in the message and find the subscribed DCD Client and SHALL send the ChannelSuspendNotification to the all of subscribed DCD Clients.
If the target DCD Client is suspended from all of subscribed channels, the DCD Server SHOULD NOT support the channel discovery information any more.
When the Content Provider requests to resume the content delivery, it SHALL send the ChannelResumeNotification message to the DCD Server. Upon the message, the DCD Server SHOULD parse the Channel IDs in the message which is some part of suspended Channel IDs from the ChannelSuspendNotification message and the DCD Server SHALL send the ChannelResumeNotification to the all of subscribed DCD Clients corresponded to the target channel IDs.
