6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add text to Section 6.2.6 “Channel Suspension”
6.2.6 Channel Suspension
6.2.6.1 Suspension Effect Upon DCD Transactions
When all channels are suspended for the DCD Client, the DCD Server SHALL NOT send the DCD-3 ChannelDiscoveryInfo message or DCD-3 ChannelDiscoveryNotification message to the DCD Client via point-to-point Push bearers.
When a channel is suspended, the DCD Server SHALL NOT send DCD-3 ContentUpdatePush message or ContentNotification message to the DCD Client via point-to-point Push bearers.

If a DCD-1 content delivery transaction is in progress upon reception of a suspension request or detection of a condition requiring suspension, the DCD Server SHALL either: 

· continue with delivery of the content If the content is considered important or of insignificant size, or
· terminate the content delivery and mark the transaction as incomplete if the content is considered not important or a large amount of content remains to be sent.

Suspension of DCD channels SHALL NOT affect delivery of “emergency” information.

Editor’s notes:

· Need to clarify what identifies "emergency information".
· Suspension of content discovery upon suspend all channels is pending verification of group consensus on this based upon previous contributions/minutes.

· Need to make it clear in the text and message descriptions that a DECA-initiated suspend only affects channel delivery for that DECA..
· Need to determine the scope of suspension validity.
6.2.6.2 Requested by the DCD Client
Upon the DCD-3 ChannelSuspendRequest message from the DCD Client, the DCD Server SHALL:

· send the DCD-3 ChannelSuspendResponse message to the DCD Client
· suspend normal handling of the channel(s) for the subscriber. 

If the Content Provider must be notified of channel suspension, the DCD Server SHALL send the DCD-CPDE ChannelSuspendRequest message to each Content Provider for its channel(s), with the subscriber information.
After the DCD Client initiated suspension is completed, only the DCD Client can resume content delivery. 
Upon the DCD-3 ChannelResumeRequest message from the DCD Client, the DCD Server SHALL:

· send the DCD-3 ChannelResumeResponse message to the DCD Client
· resume normal handling of the channel(s) for the subscriber. 

If the Content Provider must be notified of channel resumption, the DCD Server SHALL send the DCD-CPDE ChannelResumeRequest message to each Content Provider for its channel(s), with the subscriber information.
6.2.6.3 Requested by the DCD Server
If the DCD Server wants to supsend content delivery for one or several channels to a specific DCD Client (e.g. upon roaming, for network maintenance, or a charging problem), it SHALL:

· send the DCD-3 ChannelSuspendNotification message to the DCD Client with the target Channel IDs
· suspend normal handling of the channel(s) for the subscriber. 
If the Content Provider must be notified of channel suspension, the DCD Server SHALL send the DCD-CPDE ChannelSuspendRequest message to the Content Provider.
Editor’s note: need to insert the channel metadata to notify to the Content Provider  

After the DCD Server initiated suspension is completed, only the DCD Server can resume content delivery. 

When the DCD Server needs to resume content delivery, the DCD Server SHALL :

· send the DCD-3 ChannelResumeNotification to the DCD Client with the target Channel IDs
· resume normal handling of the channel(s) for the subscriber. .
If the Content Provider must be notified of channel resumption, the DCD Server SHALL send the DCD-CPDE ChannelResumeRequest message to the Content Provider.

6.2.6.4 Requested by Content Provider
Upon the DCD-CPDE ChannelSuspendNotification message from a Content Provider, the DCD Server SHALL send the DCD-3 ChannelSuspendNotification message to all subscribed DCD Clients. 
Upon the DCD-CPDE ChannelResumeRequest message from a Content Provider, the DCD Server SHALL:

· send the DCD-CPDE ChannelResumeResponse message to the Content Provider
· send the DCD-3 ChannelResumeNotification message to all subscribed DCD Clients
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
