6.1.3 Channel Subscription

6.1.3.1 Internal Channel Subscription

The following refers to DCD Client handling of the DCD-2 ChannelSubscriptionRequest message, as sent to inform the DCD Server about the specific channels subscription

Upon receiving a SubscriptionRequest message, as described in section 7.3.3,.from a DCD Enabled Client Application with a valid application id, the DCD Client SHALL 
Verify if one of following conditions are true
· the Channel-Metadata field contains one channel-ID, or
· the Content-Address field contains one Content-Address
Create a ChannelSubscriptionRequest 
In creating ChannelSubscriptionRequest messages as described in section 7.1.3.7, DCD Clients SHALL include:

· the session-id for the active DCD session with the DCD Server via which the channel was subscribed

· a new Message-ID value
· a requested Application-ID
· one of the following, if specified by the DCD Enabled Client Application in the SubscriptionRequest message

· a Channel-Metadata including one Channel-ID, or
· one Content-Address
· if a Subscription-ID was present in the SubscriptionRequest it SHALL also be inserted in this message
Send the ChannelSubscriptionRequest towards the DCD Server valid in the active DCD session

Create and send a SubscriptionResponse according to 7.3.1.3 Channel Subscription to the DCD Enabled Client Application that initiated the ChannelSubscriptionRequest 

Upon a receiving a ChannelSubscriptionResponse message with a valid Session-ID and where Status is set to “False”, the DCD Client SHALL

6.2.3 Channel Subscription

6.2.3.1 Internal Channel Subscription

The following refers to DCD Servers handling of the DCD-2 ChannelSubscriptionRequest message. The purpose of this message is to give the DCD Server information about the DCD Client channels subscription for validation of the subscription and updating the DCD Client with relevant information.

Upon receiving a ChannelSubscriptionRequest message as described in section 7.1.3.7, from the DCD Client with a valid Session-ID, the DCD Server SHALL 

Verify if following conditions are true

· An valid Application-ID
 is present,
· a valid Message-ID is present 

· One of the following conditions is true
· a Channel-Metadata including one registered Channel-ID is present, or

· a Content-Address is present, and if so the DCD Server SHALL 
· check if a the Channel-ID is registered for this Content-Address, if not 
· the DCD Server should continue with the procedures in Chapter 6.2.3 Channel Registration before proceeding

· Verify if the notify-on-subscription-change attribute is present in the Channel-Metadata of the registered Channel-ID, if so the DCD Server SHALL 
· verify if the user already has subscribed to this channel, if not 
· forwards the Subscribing request to the Content Provider over DCD-CPR interface. 
Upon a successful validation the DCD Server SHALL create a ChannelSubscriptionResponse
The DCD Server SHALL include the procedures in Chapter 6.2.3.3 DCD Server Channel-Metadata Actions
If the DCD Server is delivering the subscribed Channel over  BCAST

In creating a ChannelSubscriptionResponse as described in section 7.1.3.7 the DCD Server SHALL include

· a valid Session-ID

· a Channel-Metadata document that includes one Channel-ID

· a Status value set to “True”

It should probably be a element in the Channel Metadata and be delivered at channel registration. This must then be a list of all possible available attributes that a user can subscribe to.


In such a case I guess the server should deny the subscription if a specific value subscription-ID was not found, as if you subscribe to stock = ‘MSFT, IBM, LGE’ and non of them are available there is no point in deliver anything. If only one of them was supported we should maybe still deny that subscription as we don't understand there relation all might be required to make sense for the user.
