6.1.3 Channel Subscription

6.1.3.1 Internal Channel Subscription

The following refers to DCD Client handling of the DCD-3 ChannelSubscriptionRequest message, as sent to inform the DCD Server about the specific channel subscription

Upon receiving a SubscriptionRequest message, as described in section [Error! Reference source not found.]from a DCD Enabled Client Application, the DCD Client SHALL send a ChannelSubscriptionRequest to the DCD Server to which the application was registered.
In creating ChannelSubscriptionRequest messages as described in section Error! Reference source not found.7, DCD Clients SHALL include:

· one of the following, as specified by the DCD Enabled Client Application in the SubscriptionRequest message

· the Channel-Metadata including one Channel-ID for the subscribed channel, or
· the Content-Address
· if a Subscription-ID was present in the SubscriptionRequest it SHALL also be inserted in this message
Upon a receiving a ChannelSubscriptionResponse message as described in section [Error! Reference source not found.], the DCD Client SHALL send a SubscriptionResponse according to 7.3.1.3 Channel Subscription to the DCD Enabled Client Application that initiated the ChannelSubscriptionRequest. 
In the case of successful subscription, the DCD Client SHALL store any new/updated channel metadata related to the subscription.

When the DCD client is  BCAST 
enabled the DCD Client SHALL also follow the rules and procedures of [OMA-TS-DCD_BCAST_Adaptation] in addition to those listed above.

6.1.3.3 Channel Unsubscription 

The following refers to DCD Client handling of the DCD-3 ChannelUnsubscriptionRequest message, as sent to inform the DCD Server about the removal of a channel subscription

Upon receiving a UnsubscriptionRequest message, as described in section [7.3.1.5] from a DCD Enabled Client Application, the DCD Client SHALL send a ChannelUnsubscriptionRequest to the DCD Server to which the application was registered.

· DCD Clients SHALL create a ChannelUnsubscriptionRequest messages as described in section [7.1.3.8 Channel Unsubscription initiated by DCD Client], 

Upon a receiving a ChannelUnsubscriptionResponse message as described in section [.1.3.8 Channel Unsubscription initiated by DCD Client], the DCD Client SHALL send a UnsubscriptionResponse according to 7.3.1.5 Channel Unsubscription to the DCD Enabled Client Application that initiated the ChannelUnsubscriptionRequest. 
In the case of successful unsubscription, the DCD Client SHALL remove any channel metadata related to the subscription.


If the DCD Client is receiving the subscribed Channel over BCAST and/or CBS
, the DCD Client SHALL also follow the rules and procedures of [DCD-TS-BCAST, DCD-TS-CBS] in addition to those in this section.

If a dcd-2-connection-profile is available the DCD Server MAY verify that the requesting terminal is capable of receiving data on the requested connection(s)

6.2.3.5 Channel Unsubscription 

The following refers to DCD Server handling of the DCD-3 ChannelUnsubscriptionRequest message. The purpose of this message is to give the DCD Server information about the DCD Client’s removal of  a channel subscription.

Upon receiving a ChannelUnsubscriptionRequest message as described in section [Section .1.3.8 Channel Unsubscription initiated by DCD Client] and the notify-on-subscription-change channel metadata attribute [section 8.2] is present in the Channel-Metadata of the registered Channel-ID, the DCD Server SHALL send the UnsubscriptionRequest [section 7.2.1.2] to the Content Provider, with subscriber information, over DCD-CPR interface.
Upon a successful validation of unsubscription request, the DCD Server SHALL send a ChannelUnsubscriptionResponse message as described in section [7.3.8.1] to the DCD Client over the DCD-3 interface. The DCD Server SHALL then terminate content delivery operations for the channel for the subscriber.
If the DCD Server is delivering the subscribed Channel over BCAST and/or CBS
, the DCD Server SHALL also follow the rules and procedures of [DCD-TS-BCAST, DCD-TS-CBS] in addition to those in this section.
If the unsubscription is not agreed the DCD Server SHALL set the value to “False” and MAY also include a Reason value.
