The DCD Client unsubscribes from the DCD Channel using Channel Unsubscription transaction (see  Figure 29: Channel Unsubscription message flow). The transaction is triggered by the DCD Enabled Client Application unsubscribing to the DCD Channel over DCD-CAR interface. For simplification, Channel Unsubscription transaction is assumed synchronous in DCD version 1.0. This transaction is not applicable if the uplink from the DCD Client to the DCD Server is unavailable (e.g. in receive-only terminal).
