· If a Channel Metadata field in the existing Channel Metadata is not present in the ChannelMtadataUpdate message, the DCD Client SHALL ignored it
· If a Channel Metadata field is empty in the ChannelMtadataUpdate message, the DCD Client SHALL remove it from the existing Channel Metadata

· If a Channel Metadata field is present in the ChannelMtadataUpdate message, the DCD Client SHALL replace the data in the same field in the existing Channel Metadata
