5.5.2.4 Internal Subscription to a Channel Delivered over BCAST
Upon creating a ChannelSubscriptionResponse message for a DCD channel delivered over BCAST, the DCD Server SHALL include a ’bcast-access-info’ element in the dcd-2-connection-profile of the Channel Metadata provided in the response.  The ‘bcast-access-info’ element SHALL contain access information for the BCAST file delivery session associated with the DCD channel as described in Section 7 of this document.  


5.5.2.5 External Subscription to a Channel Delivered over BCAST
Upon creating a ChannelSubscriptionNotification message for a DCD channel delivered over BCAST, the DCD Server SHALL include a ’bcast-access-info’ element in the dcd-2-connection-profile of the Channel Metadata provided in the message.  The ‘bcast-access-info’ element SHALL contain access information for the BCAST file delivery session associated with the DCD channel as described in Section 7 of this document.  





5.5.2.6 Unsubscription from a Chanel Delivered over BCAST
Upon receiving a ChannelUnsubscriptionRequest message for a DCD channel delivered over BCAST, the DCD Server SHOULD determine whether there are any remaining subscriptions for the channel.  If there are no remaining subscriptions for the channel, the DCD Server SHOULD terminate the associated BCAST file delivery session using the procedures described in Section 5.2 – Terminating a BCAST File Delivery Session.  

5.5.2.7 Channel Metadata Update 
The DCD Server SHALL send a ChannelUpdate message containing updated Channel Metadata to subscribed DCD Clients for a DCD Channel whenever the following conditions occur: 
· Content delivery over BCAST is initiated for the channel

· Content delivery over BCAST is terminated for the channel

· BCAST access information for the channel is changed 
5.5.2.7.1 Channel Metadata Update on Initiation of BCAST Delivery
Upon initiating delivery of content over BCAST for a DCD Channel, the DCD Server SHALL send a ChannelUpdate message to all subscribed DCD Clients.  The DCD Server SHALL include a ’bcast-access-info’ element in the dcd-2-connection-profile of the Channel Metadata provided in the message.  The ‘bcast-access-info’ element SHALL contain access information for the BCAST file delivery session associated with the DCD channel as described in Section 7 of this document.  

5.5.2.7.2 Channel Metadata Update on Termination of BCAST Delivery

Upon terminating delivery of content over BCAST for a DCD Channel, the DCD Server SHALL send a ChannelUpdate message to all subscribed DCD Clients.  The DCD Server SHALL include an empty ‘bcast-access-info’ element in the dcd-2-connection-profil of the Channel Metadata provided in the message.

5.5.2.7.3 Channel Metadata Update on Modification of BCAST Access Information  

Upon modification of the access information for the BCAST file delivery session associated with a DCD Channel, the DCD Server SHALL send a ChannelUpdate message to all subscribed DCD Clients. The DCD Server SHALL include a ’bcast-access-info’ element in the dcd-2-connection-profile of the Channel Metadata provided in the message.  The ‘bcast-access-info’ element SHALL contain the updated access information for the BCAST file delivery session associated with the DCD channel as described in Section 7 of this document.  




5.6 Content Delivery 
In order for any DCD Content to be delivered over BCAST, the following preconditions must be fulfilled.
· The DCD Content SHALL be associated with a specified DCD Channel
· The DCD Channel SHALL be associated with a BCAST File Delivery Session

5.6.2 Content Packaging

The usage of FLUTE is defined in [BCAST] and FLUTE Schema is defined in [BCAST10-XMLSchema-FD-FDT] 
6.6.1.1 DCD Client

5.6.1.2.1 Unpackaging of the delivered FLUTE File

When the DCD Client receives a FDT and associated files,the DCD client  SHALL retrieve the DCD Content referenced in  the attribute TOI=1 in the [BCAST10-XMLSchema-FD-FDT] schema, and

· Proceed according to rules and procedures in chapter 6.1.5.4 Content Update Push of the the [OMA-TS-DCD_Semantics-V1_0] with the foloowing clarifications. The DCD Client SHALL 
· ignore the requremenet for a valid session-id  

6.6.1.2 DCD Server
6.6.1.2.1 Preparing Delivering Content over FLUTE 

When receiving request for content delivery over FLUTE the DCD Server SHOULD

· Verify that content is from a single DCD BCAST channel is deliver over a single FLUTE Channel expressed as a TSI / IP-address / Port number according to rules and procedures in [RFC 3926] 

Note: Any BCAST delivery where the a DCD BCAST channel tht is not delivered over a single FLUTE Channel is out of scope for this specification

The DCD Server SHALL create a FLUTE FDT according to [RFC 3926] and [BCAST10-XMLSchema-FD-FDT], where 

· the DCD Contentas as defined  in chapter 9.1 of the [OMA-TS-DCD_Semantics-V1_0] in the delivery SHALL have TOI=1 in the FDT

· the following file objects that is directly or indirectly referenced from the DCD content MAY be delivered in the same FLUTE FDT as sequential Files elements according to the rules of [BCAST10-XMLSchema-FD-FDT]
The DCD Server SHOULD send the FDT and associated files to the BCAST Server

The interface between the DCD Server and the BCAST server is unspecified and therefore out of scope for this Specification.
