7.1.3.12 Content Repair

DCD channel content delivery can be interrupted during the lifespan of a channel. This may occur due to various reasons such as interference in the wireless space, loss of coverage etc. As the DCD Server cannot keep track of the states of all DCD Clients, when a DCD channel content delivery is interrupted the DCD Client requests a Content Repair request to the DCD Server. The Content Repair transaction is described in Figure 38: Content Repair Transactions. The Content Repair operation consists of the following messages:

· ContentRepairRequest from the DCD Client to the DCD Server;
· ContentRepairResponse from the DCD Server to the DCD Client.
· ContentDeliveryConfirmation from the DCD Client to the DCD Server (see 7.1.1.1 for details)

· When a content item is only partially received or;
