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1 Reason for Change

This CR suggests the DCD Server Handover scenario in the session management.
If the Service Provider decided to change the old DCD Server into another new DCD Server to support the content, the old DCD Server should let the DCD Client know the new connection profile and then the DCD Client can have deactivation for the previous DCD Server and activation for the new DCD Server.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new sub section for DCD Server Handover to Section 6.2.1 “Client Activation”
6.2.1.1 Client Activation on DCD Server Handover
If the Service Provider decides to change the DCD Server for a certain channel, the DCD Server SHALL send the DCD-3 ChannelMetadataUpdate message including channel-id and at least one of below for the Channel Metadata

· dcd-1-connection-profile-name in the Channel Metadata
· dcd-1-connection-profile in the Channel Metadata
· dcd-2-connection-profile in the Channel Metadata
If the Service Provider decides to change the DCD Server for a certain DCD Enabled Client Application, the DCD Server SHALL send the DCD-3 ChannelMetadataUpdate message including application-id and at least one of below for the DCD Enabled Client Application

· dcd-3-connection-profile-name in the Application Profile
· dcd-3-connection-profile in the Application Profile
· broadcast-profile in the Application Profile
Upon successful modification, the DCD Server gets the DCD-3 ChannelMetadataUpdateConfirmation message from the DCD Client and then the DCD Server MAY receive the DCD-3 ClientDeactivationRequest message from the DCD Client because there is no subscribed channel or connected application to support the content delivery. 

Change 2:  Add new sub section for DCD Server Handover to Section 6.1.1 “Client Activation”
6.1.1.1 Client Activation on DCD Server Handover
If the Service Provider decides to change the DCD Server for a certain channel, the DCD Client receives the DCD-3 ChannelMetadataUpdate message. The DCD Client SHALL retrieve the channel-metadata for the subscribed channel and replace it with the current channel metadata. 
If there is dcd-3-connection-profile-name and/or dcd-3-connection-profile in the DCD-3 ChannelMetadataUpdate message, the DCD Client SHALL replace it into the corresponding elements in the local Application Profile.

If there is dcd-1-connection-profile-name, dcd-1-connection-profile, and/or dcd-2-connection-profile in the DCD-3 ChannelMetadataUpdate message, the DCD Client SHALL replace it into the corresponding elements in the local channel metadata.

Upon successful modification, the DCD Client SHALL send the DCD-3 ChannelMetadataUpdateConfirmation message to the DCD Server.

If the previously connected session with the DCD Server is not used by any subscribed channel, the DCD Client SHALL send the DCD-3 ClientDeactivationRequest message to the previous DCD Server. 

When the DCD Client gets the DCD-3 ClientDeactivationResponse message, the DCD Client checks the new DCD Server connection using a new connection profile. If there is no session with the new DCD Server, the DCD Client SHALL send the DCD-3 ClientActivationRequest message using the new connection profile.

In the event of successful activation, the DCD-3 ClientActivationResponse message contains the Session-ID parameter issued by the DCD Server.
Change 3:  Modify ChannelMetadataUpdate in Section 7.1.3.13
7.1.3.13 Channel Metadata Update
The DCD Server may remove or update Channel Metadata or Application Profile fields. This transaction could be triggered by Client Activation or at any time within the Session lifespan by the DCD Server as result of Service enhancement, optimization or maintenance activities. 

When a Channel Metadata update is received by the DCD Client it should perform differential update of relevant fields with the provided data. If Channel Metadata or Application Profile field is not included in metadata update received by the DCD Client it should be interpreted as no change. If a metadata update field is empty it should be interpreted as the removal of that particular field. Otherwise, the DCD Client should update associated Channel Metadata or Application Profile field with the value provided in metadata update.
