6.1.1.1 FLUTE Transport binding over BCAST 
DCD Clients and DCD Servers SHALL support FLUTE  as described in the [BCAST Transport ] 
The DCD Server SHALL deliver a ContentPackage in the  FLUTE message and MAY deliver additional content
The FLUTE delivery over BCAST transaction is shown in Figure 17: FLUTE delivery over BCAST transaction. The transaction allows DCD Server to send content package(s) to the DCD Client via the BCAST interface, when updated DCD Content is available.

5.2.1.1.1 FDT Mapping

The DCD Server SHALL map the FDT according to rules and procedures of  [RFC 4662] and [BCAST], with the following:clarifications;

1 The DCD Content document as defined  in chapter 9.1 of the [OMA-TS-DCD_Semantics-V1_0] ;
a SHALL set the FDT attribute Content-Location to be equal to the URI of the Channel ID; and,  
b SHOULD set the Content-Type attribute to relevant mime-type of the document e.g. dcd, atom+xml, rss+xml 
2 Files that are referenced from the DCD Content itself;
a SHALL set the FDT attribute Content-Location to be equal to the URI as defined in the DCD Content; and,  
b MAY set the Content-Type attribute to relevant mime-type of the document
5.2.1.1.2 Reception Report 
The DCD Client MAY respond with a Reception Report if content confirmation is requested by the DCD Server, The DCD Client SHALL upon creating a Reception Report follow the rules and procedures of the [ContentDeliveryNotification] in the main TS. The confirmation is also conditional upon request for confirmation as specified in Channel Metadata or Content Metadata
