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1 Reason for Change

This CR is to move the following normative statement:

“If the list of channel IDs is not included in the message, the DCD Server SHALL provide update for all channels subscribed by the device.”
from section 7 to section 6, as noted in the editor’s comment. The statement has also been extended to the absence of the elements Content-IDs and Content-addresses.
Looking at the history of contributions for Content Update Request message, it is clear that the original intention of the statement was that a single Content Update Request message without a channel ID would imply request for all channels subscribed by the device. The message was later further modified to support request for specific content by Content ID or Content Address.

6.1.5.7 Content Update

The Content Update is described in Figure 14: Content Update. The transaction allows DCD Client to request content available for download. The Content Update transaction consists of the following messages:

· ContentUpdateRequest from the DCD Client to the DCD Server;
· ContentUpdateResponse from the DCD Server to the DCD Client;
· ContentDeliveryConfirmation from the DCD Client to the DCD Server
The DCD Client sends a ContentUpdateRequest to the DCD Server when one or more of the following events occur: 

· Content Update Notification from the DCD Server
· On demand content update request (i.e. content update without notification from DCD Server, triggered by a DCD-Enabled Client Application, scheduled content update, content expiration etc.).

Change 2:  Section 6 – Add Statement
6.2.6.3 Content Update Request

The following refers to general DCD Server handling of the DCD-1 ContentUpdateRequest message, and as sent for content update of one or more channels.

DCD Servers SHALL accept the DCD-1 ContentUpdateRequest message if received with a valid session-id.

DCD Servers SHALL serve content update requests, unless prohibited from doing so at the scheduled time, e.g.:

· if the DCD Server has suspended delivery for a channel.

DCD Servers SHALL reject content update requests for subscription-based channels to which the requesting user is not subscribed.
If Content Provider interaction is required for a specific Content Update Request, the DCD Server SHALL send a DCD-CPDE ContentUpdateRequest message, including:

· the channel-id for the channel to be updated

· the set of subscription-id associated to the channel, for the specific subscriber

DCD Servers SHALL send a ContentUpdateResponse for update of all channels requested, if updated content is available. 
If the list of channel IDs, content IDs and content addresses are not included in the DCD-1 ContentUpdateRequest message, the DCD Server SHALL provide update for all channels subscribed by the device.
Further handling is described under “6.2.5.5 Content Update Response”.
