7.1.3.7   Subscription Validation

The Subscription Validation transaction (see Figure 60: Subscription Validation transaction) is used to validate with the DCD Enabled Client Application a subscription established outside the DCD Enabler. The transaction is triggered by the DCD Client when received Channel Subscription Notification (see section 7.1.3.9) from the DCD Server. By responding with SubscriptionValidationResponse message, the DCD Enabled Client Application accepts or rejects the subscription. The DCD Enabled Client Application may send SubscriptionValidationResponse to the DCD Client without prior SubscriptionValidationRequest message (e.g. following subscription via browser).
