Editor's note:
The format of "timeStampString" should be elaborated more precisely.
The milisecond in the format "YYYYMMDDHHMMSS.sss+/-HHMM" is unclear (defined by HD-HLF-06). 
T-HSF-01.4 shows an example "20150504135813.22-0400". But it does not seem to be aligned with HD-HLF-06 definition; it would be  "20150504135813.220-0400" Which is compliant to the definition? Are the both compliant?
When the milisecond is 0, is it able to be omitted? That is, is "20150504135813-0400" compliant to the definition?
When the timezone offset is "+0000", is it able to be omitted? That is, is "20150504135813" compliant?
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
