	The Pulse Oximeter Plug-In SHALL report the value reported from the appropriate *-Nu-Observed-Val attribute as an MDER FLOAT and as string with appropriate precision as derived from the MDER encoded FLOAT. (Note that IEEE devices will report this value typically as an MDER SFLOAT which the Pulse Oximeter Plug-In maps to an MDER FLOAT.)


The Pulse Oximeter Plug-In SHALL report the value reported from the appropriate *-Nu-Observed-Val attribute in two formats, i.e., float and string:
1- Float that represents the Pulse Oximeter report data measured by the targeted Pulse Oximeter and represented in a float format. This is for general use of application programming. 
2- String that represents the Pulse Oximeter report data measured by the targeted Pulse Oximeter and reported to the Plug-In in an MDER FLOAT format. Since there is no way to transfer an MDER FLOAT from Plug-Ins to applications, an MDER FLOAT is represented as a hexadecimal string, such as "FFFFC8E". In this way, the MDER FLOAT can preserve the exact precision as derived from the MDER encoded FLOAT. (Note that IEEE devices will report this value typically as an MDER SFLOAT which the Temperature Plug-In maps to an MDER FLOAT.)
