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1 Reason for Change

According to the section 5.1 Dependencies from the latest AD, it says that the LFC 1.0 architecture diagram indicates optional dependencies on the OMA DM and existing download methods such as DLOTA. 
And the architecture diagram in the section 5.2, DM-1, DM client, and DM server are shown out of the scope of the work. 

But the two sections “5.3.3.3 LFCM-1” and “5.3.3.4 LFMC-2” rely on DM-1 interface, which is optional interface.
So this CR is to fix those inconsistencies.

The LFCM-2 interface is exposed by LFC Management Server and allows LFC Client to send notifications about the outcome of LFC Operations to the LFC Management Server. These notifications may be conveyed by DM messages through underlying DM-1 interface
