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1 Reason for Change

The aim of this contribution is to fix inconsistencies regarding LFC operations 

Change 1. In “3.2 Definitions”, the LFC Operation definition doesn’t cover all the LFC tasks and make it inaccurate. For example, the task, “inventory” defined in “4.1.3” is not included in the definition. So the LFC Operation definition should be revised to include all possible cases.

Change 2. In”6.1.8-LFC-USA-0004”: “The LFC Client MAY support the rollback of an LFC Element Setting to a previous value or LFC Default value.” This implies Rollback is one of the LFC operational activities. But it is not defined in “4.1.3”. So it should be added to “4.1.3”.
Change 3. In”6.1.3-LFC-HLRM-010”: “If Remote management is supported then the LFC enabler MAY support marking of an LFC Package and/or Element Setting as the Default one on the device”. This implies MarkDefault is one of the LFC operational activities. But it is not defined in “4.1.3”. So it should be added to “4.1.3”.

· MarkDefault – This is an operation by which an Authorized Principal can mark an LFC Package and/or an Element Setting as the Default one on the device.
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
