5.3 Functional Components and Interfaces

5.3.1 Functional Components Specified by this Enabler

5.3.1.1 LFC Content Server

The LFC Content Server is a logical entity which is dedicated to provide the LFC Package metadata and LFC Packages to the device.
Change 2:  Section 5.3.2.5 Delivery Client can be used for downloading both LFC Package meta data and LFC Packages.
5.3.2.5 Delivery Client(s)

The Delivery Clients are entities that can be used for downloading LFC Package metadata and LFC Packages to the device. These LFC Package meta data and LFC Packages may be subsequently consumed by the LFC Client. The Delivery Clients may support DLOTA or other alternate download method.
