5.3.X    LFC Package State Machine
LFC Package management Primitives trigger transition from one state to another. If a state transition fails, the LFC Client MUST reverse the operation and make sure LFC Package remains in the previous state.  
The following figure depicts the state transition triggered by LFC Package Primitives executed:

5.3.X.1    Not Downloaded State
In Not Downloaded State, an LFC Package has not been downloaded / provided to the device.  
The LFC Client MUST support this state.

5.3.X.2    Downloaded State
In Downloaded State, an LFC Package containing one or more LFC Element Settings has been delivered to the device. The LFC Package has not been installed yet.

The LFC Client MUST support this state.

5.3.X.3    Installed state
In Installed State, the LFC Package has been installed what means that LFC Element Settings within it have been installed into the execution environment (i.e. they are available for the user or the LFC Management Server). 
For the Activate, Deactivate, Lock and Unlock operations to the LFC Package, these operations will not affect the state of the LFC Package, and the LFC Package MUST remain in Installed state. These operations will affect the state of the LFC Element Settings contained in the LFC Package, which is not specified in this specification.
The LFC Client MUST support this state.

5.3.X.4    Removed State
In Removed State, the LFC Package has been removed from the device. 
The ‘Remove’ Primitive of LFC Package MUST NOT affect the state of the installed LFC Element Settings. The LFC Client MUST remove LFC Package from the device.

The LFC Client MUST support this state.
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
