3.1 Conventions

Requirements are noted as either high-level requirements or as detailed requirements, which are expansions of one or more high level requirements,

4. Introduction
(Informative)

Default Style Sheet for XHTMLMP is a work item for providing the guidelines in order to satisfy the general presentational expectations and typical formatting requirements of XHTMLMP elements.
Currently the implementers develop their own default style sheets for each device, thereby raising the differences in the default presentation of XHTMLMP elements and increasing the cost of the content development.  Hence it is necessary to recommend a default style sheet that is suitable enough for most of the devices by identifying the common WCSS features, rules, attributes and values as much as possible, thereby bringing the consistency in default presentation, reducing the content development cost and increasing interoperability.  

The work item also attempts to extend the notion1 of W3C by defining the set of WCSS rules and values as recommendations by which the XHTMLMP elements can be consistently rendered across various devices to satisfy the general presentation expectations.

5. Description
(Informative)

WCSS is a style sheet language from OMA that allows authors and users to attach style to structured documents (e.g., XML documents). By separating the presentation style information from the content of documents, WCSS simplifies Web authoring and site maintenance.

A style sheet is a collection of CSS rules, attributes and values that are associated with the structure document in order to define the presentation.
Style sheets may have three different origins: author, user, and user agent.

Conforming user agents must apply a default style sheet prior to all other style sheets for a document.  Style sheets from these three origins will overlap in scope, and they interact according to the cascade.

6. Requirements
(Normative)

This section defines the requirements for Default Style Sheet for XHTMLMP.
6.1 Default Presentation
6.1.1 High Level Requirements

HL-REQ-DP-1: A recommendation for browser vendors and device manufacturers on how XHTML Mobile profile 1.1 elements should typically be displayed in general.

HL-REQ-DP-2:  Best Practices that are experienced by the market leaders.
HL-REQ-DP-3: Educate the content developers about the expected default rendering of XHTMLMP elements, thereby allowing them to make decisions for the remaining presentation of the entire XHTMLMP document in order to avoid the presentation ambiguity due to the styling overlap between the default style and content developer’s style.
HL-REQ-DP-4: Extend the notion of W3C guidelines for HTML Presentation to XHTMLMP.

HL-REQ-DP-5: Promote the consistency in rendering the XHTMLMP elements between various user-agent implementations. 

6.1.2 Detailed Requirements

DL-REQ-DP-1: The user agent SHOULD apply the style information available in the default style sheet, to the appropriate XHTMLMP elements, in the absence of any specific style information that are not specified by the content authors while designing the document. 

DL-REQ-DP-2: Identification CSS features, attributes and values that are generally available across various user agents and devices.
DL-REQ-DP-3:  Relative Units is RECOMMENDED for specifying the size measurements, etc., 

DL-REQ-DP-4:  Recommendations assume V1.1 as the versions of XHTMLMP and WCSS.
DL-REQ-DP-5: Presentational module of XHTMLMP MAY be covered under this recommendation as a part of separating the content and presentational information.

DL-REQ-DP-6:  Basic Table module of XHTMLMP MAY be covered under this recommendation.
DL-REQ-DP-7:  Header elements (Ex: H1, H2, H3, H4, H5, H6) MAY have to be distinguished from each other under this recommendation.

DL-REQ-DP-8: List module of XHTMLMP MAY be covered under this recommendation.

DL-REQ-DP-9: HyperText element MAY be distinguished from other normal textual elements in a way that can be idenfiable by the end user.
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
