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1 Reason for Change

Section 11 Text Input Mode

The Text Input Mode module enables the content author to specify the default input mode for text input controls. This input mode acts only as an aid to the user; the user is always free to change the input mode using a browser- or device-specific mechanism.  The default text input mode can be assigned using the inputmode attribute on the text input form control elements (<input> and <textarea>).

The syntax and semantics of the inputmode attribute are defined in [XForms], Appendix E “Input Modes”.
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
