3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Slide 2:

· The use of HTTP between the IM and the backend is only an example. We should qualify that it is the preferred approach when specifying a MMMD browsing enabler where the backend is an application server.

3.2 Slide 3:

· Multimodal and multi-device enabler –OMA specification that supports multimodal and multi-device user interaction

· Multimodal and multi-device enabler implementation - Implementation of OMA Enabler for multimodal and multi-device user interaction

3.3 Slides 6 and 7:

There are additional components (blue – out of OMA vested interest) logically associated to the user agents and to the interaction manager (inspired from OMA-MAE-2004-0158-MMMD_systems_subsystems):

· User agent authoring interpretation modules

· The authoring interpretation is not specified by the OMA Multimodal and Multi-device enabler specifications but intended to be able to support multiple modality specific authoring models. This may include explicit programming of processing engines that assist the user agent.

· It executes the logic loaded in the user agent by the interaction manager.

· The modality specific authoring may specify interaction with other OMA enablers via their I0 interfaces (e.g. call to other OMA enablers).

· The modality specific authoring may register listeners and present handlers to particular events (e.g. from OMA enablers or system and environment events).

· Interaction Manager interpretation modules

· The multimodal interaction management authoring interpretation is not specified by the OMA Multimodal and Multi-device enabler specifications but intended to be able to support multiple multimodal and multi-device authoring models.

· It executes the logic loaded from the backend 

· The modality specific authoring may specify interaction with other OMA enablers via their I0 interfaces (e.g. call to other OMA enablers).

· The modality specific authoring may register listeners and handlers to particular events (from OMA enablers or system and environment events). 
3.4 Slides 4 and 6:

· USER AGENT - Logical component that can render presentation data into physical effects that can be perceived and interacted with by the user; and / or that can process physical actions from the user and interpret them as interactions that can be reflected into presentation updates and/or update a data model. It may provide one or multiple modality and support input only, output only or combined input and output. (W3C reference here)
