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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is intended to inform the OMA BAC MAE group of the work going on in the W3C Compound Document Formats (CDF) working group and suggest some ways of better aligning the work.

2 Summary of Contribution

A snapshot of the work in progress in the W3C CDF working group, some issues which need to be resolved to bring the work of BAC MAE and W3C CDF into greater alignment, and a recommended way forward.

3 Detailed Proposal

The W3C CDF working group is developing a framework for combining XML formats, specifically oriented around delivery of user interface. As part of its first set of deliverables, the group is developing a profile for combination of XHTML and SVG. This profile is specifically targeted towards mobile devices. Vodafone, which supports the work of, and participates in both the BAC MAE and the W3C CDF working group would like to see enhanced collaboration between the two groups, under the terms of the W3C-OMA liaison agreement signed last year. An output of this collaboration might be the adoption of the CDF XHTML+SVG profile by the BAC MAE.
