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1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-BAC-2005-0018-Frankfurt-MM-Breakout was discussed in Frankfurt during the main MAE session and at the MAE multimodal breakout session.
2 Summary of Contribution

At the end of the breakout session on Feb 2, 2005, a discussion led to the proposal that configurations and interfaces be standardized also in the thick client mode or compound mode. This contribution captures the essence of the discussion.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 No proprietary internal interfaces within the scope of OSE

With respect to slide #2 in OMA-BAC-2005-0018-Frankfurt-MM-Breakout, proprietary interfaces to internal user agents (black boxes) are out of scope to OMA and to OMA, they do not exist. That does not mean that vendors can’t build offerings based on such interfaces.

Similarly the statement on slide 2 in should be updated as follows:
Compound Configurations may codify multiple UAs in a single device.  They MUST implement a standard synchronization mechanism when interoperating with “external” as well as internal user agents. Note bindings and some capabilities may differ between local and remote synchronization; but a standard I0 interface should always exist.
3.2 Updated list of example configurations and Multi-modal synchronization protocol

Therefore, slide 3 (and the inventory of examples of configurations) should explicitly be updated to reflect the analysis above.

The main difference is that the multimodal synchronization protocols exists always between IM/SM and UAs that they be local (internal or external) or distributed.

This update is consistent with the notion of fractal nature of the UA that the figure also emphasizes.

This is also central to the reason to standardize a multimodal and multi-device enabler. With such an approach, provided that the user agents or IM/SM vendors expose a multimodal synchronization protocol, it opens the possibility for them or others to provide additional modalities via plug-ins; therefore opening new business opportunity by allowing a wide range of interoperable offerings and configurations.
