The W3C Compound Document Formats (CDF) working group is has released the Second Public Working Draft of Compound Document by Reference Use Cases and Requirements Version 1.0. This work addresses the combination of multiple formats, such as XHTML, SVG, XForms, MathML and SMIL. This draft introduces compounding by a reference like <img> or <object> and also includes requirements for (and discussion of) a first profile, a combination of XHTML and SVG, which would address the needs of rich multimedia applications (which the document also includes a definition of).

This document has been released as a public draft and as such is open to general comment.  A new version of this document is in process and will be released to this same URL by close-of-business (EST) on 5 April 2005.  The W3C CDF Working Group would expressly like to solicit feedback from the OMA BAC MAE sub-working group, as this group is recognized as the source for mobile industry requirements in this area.

In particular, the W3C CDF group would like to get the OMA BAC MAE's group feedback on the set of formats and profiles the CDF effort should consider in its initial effort (called CDR Profile 1).

Another area the W3C CDF Group would like feedback on is the possibility of converging on the XHTML and CSS profiles. As the OMA BAC MAE group is aware of, there are different profiles for XHTML and CSS at W3C and at OMA. There is a desire to revise these profiles in both organizations. However, it seems that the multiplication of profiles and versions is not in the industry's best interest, as it creates confusion. Consequently, the W3C CDF Group is interested in discussing with the OMA BAC MAE group possible solutions for converging the new versions of XHTML and CSS so that only one new version, that CDF could reference, would exist. The W3C CDF Group is offering to update the XHTML Basic (http://www.w3.org/TR/xhtml-basic/) and CSS Mobile

(http://www.w3.org/TR/css-mobile) specifications so that they cover the requirements of the OMA BAC MAE group.

This letter and the use case and requirements document itself should be considered contributions under the terms of the OMA-W3C MoU document, the full text of which can be found at the following URL:
