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1 Reason for Contribution

Existing mobile video telephony implementations already use the tel: URI.   However a different parameter name is used to define the type of call.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution shows that in the URI Scheme draft specification, the parameter name used for defining the type of call for tel: is different from the parameter used in several existing implementations.

The proposal is that the pname definition in section 5.2.4.1 is changed from o-usagehint to call-type, and that the following example is changed accordingly

3 Detailed Proposal

Section 5.2.4.1 of the URI Scheme draft specification gives the syntax definition for the tel: URI scheme.   Within this section is a parameter definition for identifying the type of call.

This parameter is current chosen to be labelled as o-usagehint, however it conflicts with existing implementations that use the parameter name call-type instead.   Note that o-usagehint is not a defined parameter in RFC3966.

We would like to propose that the wording in section 5.2.4.1 includes the following changes:

The following optional parameter is defined to act as a hint as to the intended usage for the tel: URI instance:

pname
        = "o-usagehintcall-type"

pvalue  
= "voice"/"fax"/"modem"/"video"/"sip"/"sms"/"mms" | XXXXXX

Example :  tel:+4446543345;o-usagehintcall-type=voice
