	Rich-Media Enabler
	The enabler that renders rich-media services.

	Rich-media data
	Any audio, video, graphics, text, images…

	Rich-Media scene
	The scene is understood as the presentation of rich-media data based on a service logic ( eg: animation, menu, links…)

	Rich-Media content
	By Rich Media content we define information that integrates audio, video, vector graphic animations or/and images and contains scene description information for laying out and synchronizing all theses audiovisual objects together.

	Rich-media service
	A service is understood as the final application or service used by the end-user and includes how the rich-media content will be provided (eg: navigation, interaction, updates…)

	Dynamic Update
	Dynamic updates are understood as small packet of rich-media scene/data providing dynamic modification of rich-media data/scene and their integration in the current scene.
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
