6.1 High-Level Functional Requirement

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	It SHALL be possible for the Content Provider to accurately and consistently determined the supported content types using the information provided in the HTTP UA header and the associated UA profile and/or Accept header.

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	HTTP content negotiation headers SHALL be generated and applied in a consistent manner between User Agent and Content Provider.

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	Mobile web browsers SHALL provide an accurate description of supported content types when they request web content.

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	The size of an Accept header MUST NOT result in performance issues (e.g. latency) in devices according to its underlying network characteristics..

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	When a mobile web browser indicates that it supports similar MIME types (e.g. image/mng,image/x-mng,video/mng,video/x-mng,image) it SHALL include a quality value.

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	A consistent format and vocabulary SHALL be applied to all implementations of UAProf.

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	Mobile web browsers SHALL indicate the bearer (e.g. 2G or 3G) that it supports in a consistent manner.

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	The x-wap-profile header SHALL be consistently populated with consistent syntax across all mobile web browsers

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	Information provided in a UAProf SHALL be consistent with the capabilities supported by the associated mobile web browser.

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	UAProf SHALL support the following UAProf elements:

· StreamingMediaFormat (QCIF, SQCIF);
· HardwarePlatform/Camera (true/false);

· HardwarePlatform/VideoCamera (true/false);

· HardwarePlatform/UsableScreenSize (Size of usable screen without scrolling);
· SoftwarePlatform/TablesWithoutBorder (true/false).

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	Mobile web browsers SHALL support a consistent set of multipart and caching directives.

	[BRWSRIOP-HL-x]
	The behaviour of a web browser (i.e. UA cache directive processing) when it retrieves content from its cache SHALL be consistent.
