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1 Overview

This liaison is a response to the Liaison Statement form the 3GPP SA4 working group on the Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia Scene.
2 Proposal

OMA BAC-MAE welcome your liaison and information on the work undertaken by SA4 to define technical specifications for Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia Scene (DIMS) dedicated to MBMS, PSS and MMS specifications.
Existing ongoing work in the BAC-MAE working group which is partially relevant for your DIMS work Item is the Rich-Media environment (RME) Requirements Document. The scope of the RME work item is to define use cases and requirements. A specification stage though not excluded, has not been planned yet., Therefore we welcome your offer to take the responsibility for the technical specification of DIMS in MBMS, PSS and MMS.
It is our understanding that the RME RD defined in BAC-MAE has a larger scope (eg, functionalities of the Rich-media enabler is not only limited to Dynamic Updates) and does not limit itself to a set of specifications as it is the case for the 3GPP SA DIMS work Item (MBMS, PSS, MMS).
 In order to coordinate the work between 3GPP and in OMA BAC-MAE we propose that:
3GPP SA 4  take into consideration the RME Requirements Document (draft document attached) as a basis for your technical requirements and specifications that will be relevant  within the scope of 3GPP SA4 MBMS, PSS and MMS specifications.

BAC-MAE will provide new versions of the RME RD to 3GPP SA4.

3GPP SA4 provides BAC-MAE with further information on the DIMS specifications.

BAC-MAE will coordinate its potential phase two specifications with 3GPP SA4 DIMS specifications if required within other OMA specifications.
3 Requested Action(s)

BAC-MAE requests 3GPP SA4 to consider use cases and requirement defined in the RME RD as a basis for your technical specification for DIMS.

BAC-MAE can provide new versions of the RME RD to 3GPP SA4.

3GPP SA4 provides BAC-MAE with further information on the DIMS specifications.

3GPP SA agrees this work split proposal.

BAC-MAE will coordinate its potential phase two specifications with 3GPP SA4 DIMS specifications if required within other OMA specifications.
