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1 Overview

This liaison statement is a response to the liaison statement received on April 1 2005 from W3C CDF Working Group.
2 Proposal

BAC MAE has reviewed the liaison statement, and has reached to the agreement that we would like to discuss the possibility of converging the work on XHTML, CSS and CDF in details. BAC MAE internally has discussed the possibility of converging W3C XHTML Basic and OMA XHTML Mobile Profile, and we would like to hear from W3C CDF working group as well on it.
As CDF working group and BAC MAE are going to have joint meeting in San Diego, we appreciate if we can share your roadmap of CDF and your view on the convergence process. We have included questions and comments that the members have raised during the discussion. To make the joint meeting successful, we would like to share these in order to have a productive discussion.
Converging W3C CDF and OMA Compound Document:

Comment #1: Why has W3C CDF working group choosed a phased work?
Converging XHTML Basic and MP:

We had discussed 3 options that we may take in convergence process. These options are as follows:

Option A: XHTML MP by OMA

XHTML MP = Proper subset of XHTML Modularization by OMA + OMA  Extension Module by OMA

Current Situation

Option B: XHTML MP by OMA, but refers XHTML Basic by W3C as it is

XHTML MP = XHTML Basic by W3C + OMA Extension Module by OMA

Option C: XHTML MP by W3C

XHTML MP = XHTML Basic by W3C


Migration of spec is required

The option A is the current situation, and preferred options might be option B or C. However, the group has the following concerns:

Comment #1: Can W3C mandate scripting language such as ECMA Script?

Comment #2: How do we converge different DOM event model?
Comment #3: How do we resolve mobile specific issue? For instance, the legacy module in XHTML-MP is there, because there is no other way to create enumerated list that lies among multiple pages.

Comment #4: How can OMA add new feature if we go with Option C? Does the schedule align with OMA requirement? Furthermore, how will Requirement Documents developed by OMA be incorporated to the specification by W3C?
