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1 Reason for Change

This change request against XHTML-MP 1.2 adds to the language intrinsic events for the <button> element.  XHTML-MP 1.2 currently does not support any events for this element – rendering it useless! – and this error must be rectified.

The <button> element, added to XHTML-MP in version 1.2, has no default action when pressed.  The intended use of this element is a generic UI mechanism for script execution.  In order for a content author to be able to execute script statements when it’s pressed, the <button> element must support at least the Click event.  The content author can then bind an event handler for that event.  Other events should be added as appropriate.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None.  The <button> element was not included in versions of XHTML-MP prior to 1.2.
3 Impact on Other Specifications
