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1 Reason for Contribution

During the San Diego F2F Meeting, the AI was given to look for a normative reference for Personalization. This contribution provides a definition and related informative references to close the AI.
Explanation:

Personalization is a term used in various environments. A clear normative reference adaptable to the need of the specific DCD work is not given as such. 
In general, personalization is traditionally understood as the ability to customize each individual user’s experience of electronic content. The objective of personalization for the purpose of delivery of personalized information is fairly straightforward.

The following examples show definitions, which are given by established consortia working in/around the field of personalization.
Definition given in 3GPP Vocabulary (3GPP TR 21.905):

Personalisation: The process of storing information in the ME and activating the procedures which verify this information against the corresponding information stored in applications on the (U)SIM whenever the ME is powered up or when a  UICC containing network access applications (SIM, USIM, etc.) is inserted, in order to limit the applications with which the ME will operate.

Personalisation entity: Network, network subset, SP, Corporate or (U)SIM to which the ME is personalised

Definition given in 3GPP Personalisation of Mobile Equipment (ME) (3GPP TS 22.022, ETSI TS 122 022):

personalisation: Is the process of storing information in the ME and activating the procedures which verify this information against the corresponding information stored in the SIM/USIM whenever the ME is powered up or a SIM/USIM is inserted, in order to limit the SIM/USIMs with which the ME will operate.

While 3GPP and ETSI related their scope towards the (U)SIM as given in above definitions, the scope of personalization of content is not restricted to the specifics of the UICC or ME. Research and other consortia provide a more flexible approach of addressing the term “personalization”. For example:
Definition in Personalisation Consortium (URL: http://www.personalization.org/ ):

Personalization is the use of technology and customer information to tailor electronic commerce interactions between a business and each individual customer.
Other consortia like W3C, CC/PP are not using directly a definition for personalization but rather terms like profiles, preferences, etc. The contribution provides therefore a definition for “personalization” for the understanding in the DCD work.
