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1 Reason for Contribution

Update use case #3 (“Idle Screen and Priority Presentation”) based upon comments to the current RD.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes changes to the “Idle Screen and Priority Presentation” to remove references to the “Idle Screen”, and readdress the use case to focus on the DCD client itself instead of the device idle screen.
3 Detailed Proposal

5.3 Normal and Priority Presentation
5.3.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT  Short Description

The experience described here focuses on the conditions in which DCD content is displayed. In the normal case DCD content is displayed and content navigation provided by the DCD client when it is active and running in the device foreground, i.e. not obscured by another application running in the foreground or a device menu/function. The intent is that the DCD content display is always presented until pre-empted by another application or device menu/function, and the DCD content display is restored when the application or device menu/function releases the device foreground. This will enable a “zero-click” access to DCD content, and prevent the user from needing to restore the DCD display by searching through application menus  In special cases, high-priority DCD content display can pre-empt other currently displayed DCD content. In this case, the user is provided with simple means to return to the pre-empted view, e.g. a timeout on the display of the DCD content, or use of the back key.
5.3.2 Actors

· End User – using a mobile Device

· DCD Provider – a mobile operator (or another Service Provider) that offers DCD services

· The End User has purchased a DCD-capable device and SIM from a mobile operator offering DCD service.

· The DCD service is active, and content is being provided to the user according to the selected options.

· The user turns on their DCD-capable device.

· The DCD client starts up and begins running in the foreground. DCD content is displayed.
· The user receives a call. Except for the areas covered by call user interface elements that takeover parts of the device display and keys, DCD content display and controls continue to be provided. The call ends, and the DCD content display/controls return to normal.

· The user selects a device function, e.g. menu, that takes over the device display and controls. DCD content display/control is suspended while the device function is being used. When the device function use ends, the DCD client returns to the foreground and resumes DCD content display/control.

· The user selects an application that takes over the device display and controls. DCD content display/control is suspended while the application is in the foreground. When the application use ends, the DCD client returns to the foreground and resumes DCD content display/control.
· While normal-priority DCD content is being displayed, high-priority DCD content is received. The DCD high-priority content pre-empts the display of the current content. The high-priority DCD content is displayed for a timed period, after which the previous display is restored.

· Later, while normal-priority DCD content is being displayed, high-priority DCD content is again received. The DCD high-priority content again pre-empts the display of the current content. This time the user selects the back key to exit the high-priority DCD content display, after which the previous display is restored.
