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1 Reason for Contribution

To clarify the various DCD RD requirements related to DCD client support for topical content.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes updates to various DCD RD requirements to help clarify their relationship to support of DCD services that deliver topical content, e.g. such as based upon RSS 2.0 feeds. This will help ensure that the requirements for this content model are not confused with or in conflict with use of the DCD enabler for other content models.
Topical content is a well-known content model that should be supported by the DCD service, since it is simple, easy for users to use, and likely to be supportable on a wide range of devices. It is only one content model among what surely will be various models. But its specification in the DCD enabler will help ensure a wide and consistent support as a basic content model in the introduction of standardized DCD services.

In the topical content model, topics are delivered as discreet items in DCD channels. These items include a title, summary, and can include references to additional content for the topic. The title, summary, and additional content can all be structured/styled and contain media objects. Typically the DCD client will display the title for the currently viewed topic in a channel being presented, and can either rotate display of the topic titles automatically or upon user navigation between topics. The topic summary can be displayed upon user request, and the additional content displayed by further user request. While reading the topic additional content or summary, the user can back out to the previous content level for the topic.
