5.3.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes a scenario where a content provider provides a page which is capable of storing its settings in the storage area of the device. It is useful for users who visit a specific page very often and try to select the same option in that page (i.e. background color, font type for blogs). Since PSTOR MUST support accessing the storage area in the device via [XHTML MP] and [ESMP], content providers will be able to provide this functionality with ease. And users will not have to repeat option setups every time they go to a specific page.
5.3.2 Actors

End-user:
· The end-user browses the content that is capable of saving its settings in the storage area of the device.
Content provider:

· The content provider develops the content with storing page settings capability.
Browser:

· The browser displays contents, lets users select options within the page and stores page settings in the storage are and the device.
5.3.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

End-user issues:

· The end user wants to select options within a page with less intervention.
· The end user MUST have a mobile device with a browser which supports PSTOR functionality.
Content provider

· The Content provider MUST provide the page capable of storing page settings.
5.3.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

End user

· The end user can save his/her effort to select/input the same options repeatedly each time he/she browses the page with storing page settings functionality.
Content provider
· The Content provider can provide the content capable of storing its settings.
· The Content provider will be able to expect more users accessing to its pages because users’ effort to select options within a page can be greatly reduced.
5.3.3 Pre-conditions

· The end user MUST have a mobile device with a browser which supports PSTOR functionality.
· The Content provider MUST provide the content capable of storing its settings.
5.3.4 Post-conditions

· Settings that the end user selected are stored in the device.
· Settings are applied automatically when the end user browses the page again.
