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1 Reason for Contribution

The current DCD-RD (OMA-RD-DCD-V1_0-20050921-D) defined that DCD content is prioritized, and that the presentation of low-priority DCD content SHOULD be pre-empted if high-priority DCD content is received. Furthermore, the DCD-RD requires the DCD enabler to support user control on the presentation of high-priority DCD content.

	If high-priority DCD content is received, the presentation of lower priority DCD content SHOULD be pre-empted by the DCD client.
	

	DCD-FUNC-028
	The DCD enabler SHALL enable the user to control the presentation of high-priority DCD content, at any time.
	


When the low-priority DCD content is pre-empted, it can be closed, paused or swiched to background playing, the policy on the presentation of low-priority DCD content should be configured by the user and/or the Service Provider.
