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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution attempts to address several comments submitted against existing requirements in the Browser Interop RD.

The comments include:

[BROWSER-IOP-3] and [BROWSER-IOP-4]: These 2 requirements seem to conflict somewhat. Perhaps some clarification wording is needed?

[BROWSER-IOP-5]: There were questions about how the content provider is meant to accomplish this without a dedicated application on the device communicating the cache content, etc back to the content provider.. The main problem seemed to stem from the "must be able to determine" portion of the requirement. Is the idea to do this via HTTP commands?

[BROWSER-IOP-25]: BROWSER-IOP-25 was to break out the different CSS properties which cause interop problems and talk about them as separate line items, since BROWSER-IOP-25 by itself does not provide too much detail
