5.4.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes a scenario where a Content Author provides the blog service which is capable of storing temporary objects including texts, images, videos, etc. when an end user wants to save a new message without uploading it to a blog page or a bulletin board system.
5.4.2 Actors

End-user:
· The end-user browses a blog/BBS page and writes a new message. But he/she is interrupted and wants to save it temporarily.
Content Author:

· The content author develops a blog page or a BBS that is capable of storing temporary objects in the device.
5.4.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

End-user issues:

· The end user wants to save objects he/she was trying to upload in the device without uploading them. Then the end user wants to load the stored objects and finish composing/uploading them.
Content Author
· The content author wants to provide functionality in their blog service or BBS for saving/loading temporary objects in the device.
5.4.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

End user

· When interrupted during posting a new object, the end user can save it he/she was writing in the device with ease. They don’t have to remember the text or the location of the object for later use.
· They can finish writing/uploading the object with ease.
Content Author
· The content author can provide the blog/BBS service capable of storing/restoring temporary objects. They can expect more users using their service because of convenience.
· The content author doesn’t have to provide storage space for temporary objects. Using a client-side temporary storage area, they can save storage space on the server and network bandwidth.
5.4.3 Pre-conditions

· The end user MUST have a mobile device with a browser which supports PSTOR functionality.
· The Content Author MUST provide the blog/BBS service capable of storing/restoring temporary objects in the device.
· The device MUST have the storage area for storing temporary objects.
· The PSTOR enabler SHOULD support an attribute that specifies if a storage object is temporary or not and another attribute describing the life cycle of a temporary storage object.
5.4.4 Post-conditions

· The end user saves the object temporarily in the device when composing a new message in a blog/BBS.
· Later he/she browses the same blog/BBS page, loads the stored object and finish composing/uploading it.
