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1 Reason for Change

This Change Request is proposing that the use of User Agent Profile be mandated for announcing Browsing Device requirements in WAE reference OMA-WAE_ETS_V2-20041116-D   
The reason for supporting the use of User Agent profiling in the WAE is to avoid any ambiguities and duplication of device capabilities that can be caused by keeping User Agent Headers and UAprofile. Moreover, downstream services rely on correct Device capabilities which UAprof can provide.

There are several issues which could arise if UAProf is not mandated:

· Proliferation of non-standard device information repositories and descriptive dialects

· No Independent Parser Tool to validate & verify the UAprofile in advance of the manufactured device.

· Extensibility of device capabilities will be hindered (due to hard-coding)

· X-wap-profile-diff is not needed

· Unnecessary verbose Accept header data is sent OTA all the time – at what cost?

· Lack of understanding of the more physical characteristics of a device – e.g. memory, CPU

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Existing Devices will continue to use Accept Header technology. But new devices should be mandated to use User Agent Profiling.
