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1 Reason for Change

Support for ESMP in WAE 2.1, 2.2 and 2.3 is mandatory and yet in the XHTMLMP V1.0, 1.1 and 1.2 specifications in appendix A, Static Conformance Requirements, it is specified that support for ESMP is optional. 
In section 9.1 of the same document the following statement is made, 

 “When scripting is supported, the XHTML Mobile Profile 1.2 user agent MUST support the scripting language ECMAScript Mobile Profile [ESMP], the MIME media type for ECMAScript Mobile Profile being text/ecmascript.  The user agent MUST also support ECMAScript Mobile Profile scripts identified with media type text/javascript.”

The CR proposes that, support of ESMP in the XHTMLMP SCR table to be mandatory to avoid any ambiguities that did lead to the submission of Browsing 2.2 conformant implementations to the latest Test Fest without supporting ESMP.
