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1 Reason for Change

Requirements DCD-FUNC-083, DCD-FUNC-084, and DCD-FUNC-095 do not adequately specify which user preferences need to be standardised. This change provides two new requirements for standards user preferences. This includes creating standard categories for which the user can specify keywords that can be used for filtering or otherwise customising the content. This change does not specify how the keywords will be defined or used. The second requirement specifies that presence information should be re-used for DCD.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The DCD RD is at the draft stage thus no backward compatibility issues should exist.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

None.
