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1 Reason for Change

During the joint meeeting with W3C in Sydney, MAE recognized that it would make the convergence easier when we make some prepared action towards future convergence with downstream version of XHTML Basic (e.g. XHTML Basic 1.1). 

It is expected that future XHTML Basic after 1.0 will include as many features in existing XHTML MP1.2.

We found that the start value functionality in ol element is fulfilled by use of value attribute in li element.

In order to cope with the W3C claim that the current XHTML MP is not aligned to XHTML Modularization, it is appropriate to make the start value attribute deprecate.

Also, during this editing, the table marks li element not the ol element.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  make start attribute on ol element
Change the referenced Pictogram spec from “WAP Pictogram”, WAP-213-WAPInterPic to “WAP Pictogram” OMA-WAP-TS-Pictogram-V1.1
The start attribute on ol element is deprecated.

Note: The value attribute on li element is recommended to replace the functionality of the start attribute on ol element.

For modules marked as partial above, the module was not included in its entirety (only selected elements/attribute were included).  The implication of this is that the XHTML Mobile Profile 1.2 document type is not strictly XHTML Host Language Conforming, as defined in Section 3.1 of [XHTMLMOD].
