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1 Overview

This liaison statement is a response to the response received by Open Mobile Alliance BAC MAE sub-working group on 13 August 2005 from W3C Hypertext Coordination Group, HCG-OMA-20050813.
2 Proposal

BAC MAE has reviewed the response, and has the following comments:
Comment #1: Tag Issues
We appreciate your decision moving the ‘value’ attribute from the legacy module back to the list module. For the sake of smooth transition, we have decided to mark ‘start’ attribute in XHTML-MP 1.2 ‘deprecated’ for now to emphasize the ‘start’ attribute will be removed in the future, and that we will rely on the ‘value’ attribute for list numbering control. When XHTML2 is published, we will remove all references to the legacy module in our DTD, to be compliant with XHTML Modularization guideline.
We have also agreed to add missing ‘tt’, ‘sub’ and ‘sup’ elements in the presentation module to be compliant with the XHTML Modularization guideline.

Comment #2: Namespaces Issues

WML2 has the notion of namespaces, but it did not require processing of namespaces, i.e. wml:xyz could be interpreted as an element/attribute. We understand the need for namespace processing, however, we need a way to “hardwire” them into DTD rather than processing namespaces for low end devices.  Although we understand it breaks the use of ‘xmlns:’, requiring true namespaces processing for low end devices is not feasible. 

We would like to further discuss on this topic, as the namespaces issue directly impacts implementation of CDF.

Comment #3: DOM Issues

OMA Browsers implement HTML DOM, but not many of them implement XML DOM. When we defined our specification, we made optional support of DOM2 Core and a profile of DOM Level2 Events. HTML Events were specified as a mapping or DOM2 Events where true capture and bubbling were turned off.
We believe that the cost is too high to support both XML and HTML DOM in small devices. We would like to further discuss, how we rectify backwards compatibility requirements with the integration requirements of CDF.
Comment #4: Events Issues

We currently mandate supporting of HTML events, and mouse events are made optional. We have made this decision due to the existence of market legacy content, though we will recognize XML events were the future. 

We would like to further discuss, how we converge the events, i.e. mapping of events such as mouse events, and how we add mobile specific events. Addition of mobile specific events may be done through the support of namespaces and XML events, but it may not be suitable for small devices.
3 Requested Action(s)

We would like to ask W3C HCG and CDF working group to discuss this, and have joint conference call or meeting with OMA BAC MAE to have further discussion.
