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1 Reason for Change

The original requirement mandates the DCD client and server to support transport compression techniques in content delivery. However, some implementation of the transport platform in client does not support such transport compression techniques, e.g. J2ME MIDP does not support the GZIP in HTTP. Thus it is recommended that the requirement changes to SHOULD to recognize and accommodate the technical limitations in some devices.
