3.2 Delivery Notification
3.2.1 Short description

On a subscription bases, rich media or valuable contents may be delivered to DCD users regularly (e.g. daily). Since these contents are valuable, if the delivery of such a content is failed, content providers may need to send it again. Or sometimes, end-user may be charged upon the successful delivery of a content. The service must provide ways to notify delivery status.
3.2.2 Actors

· End -User: receives rich media or valuable contents on a regular basis via DCD Client Application
· DCD Client Application: receives contents from content providers and sends delivery notification message to content providers if required
· Content providers: company providing rich media or valuable contents
5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

· DCD Client Application – must be able to send delivery notification message
5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· End -User: The end-user can receive all the contents which are supposed to be delivered to the end-user. For that, the end-user doesn’t need to make any action. 
· Content Providers: can provide contents in a consistent and automatized manner.
3.2.3  Pre-conditions

· DCD Client Application: must be able to send notification message to content providers
· Content Provider: sends contents which are either not sent to end-user before or sent but delivery notification not received
3.2.4 Post-conditions

· Content Provider:  updates database to change flag for delivery status upon the receipt. Only contents successfully delivered to user might be charged
3.2.5 Normal Flow

· Content Provider delivers one or more contents to DCD Client Application. It is assumed that Content Provider sends contents either which have not been sent yet or which was sent but no notification message have not been received.
· Once DCD Client Application receives the contents, DCD Client Application sends delivery notification message to Content Providers for contents which require delivery notification. The URL to which the notification message is to be sent is either pre-configured or delivered as part of contents.
· Upon the receipt of delivery notification, Content Providers change the flag of delivery status and proceed to next step if required.
